Breast Screening Programme, England: 2001-02

This bulletin summarises information from the computerised call and recal system for breast cancer
screening and from breast screening units in England in 2001-02, and includes some information about
earlier years.
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1 INTRODUCTION

1.1 The information in this
publication, about the breast
cancer screening programme
in England, is collected on
two Department of Health
returns.  Screening  units
report the process and
outcomes of the cal and
recal system on return
KC62; and Health
Authorities report the
population coverage of the
programme on return KC63.

1.2 This is the eighth bulletin
to be published on breast
cancer screening including
data from both the KC62 and
KC63 returns. Annud
summaries of information
from the KC62 were
produced from 1988-89 to
1993-94,

1.3 KC63 returns were
received from al of the 99
Health Authorities (HAS).
KC62 returns were received
from all 84 screening units.

1.4 The KC63 return was
amended in 2001. A more
detailed age breakdown
allows for a more accurate
measure of coverage and will
also enable monitoring of the
extension of coverage to
women aged 65-70.

1.5 The recent organisational
changes in the NHS took
place after the end of the year
2001-02. For purposes of
comparison  with  earlier
years, data continue to be
presented in the eight former
Regional Office (RO) areas.
In addition, to reflect the
restructured organisation, key
tables of coverage and results

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of screening are presented
by Strategic Health
Authority. In future editions
of the bulletin information
by RO area will no longer
be published. Tables of
coverage by the 99
former Health Authorities
are aso presented for the
last time. It is planned to
replace these with coverage
figures by Primary Care
Trust.

2 ANALYSIS AND
COMMENTARY

2.1 Overview (Table 1)

211 Reported coverage of
the screening programme for
women aged 50-64 rose
from 63.9% in 1995 to
70.2% in 2001 but then
fell dightly to 69.8% in
2002. Uptake for this age
group has remained between
75% and 77% over the same
period. Since 1995, the
number of women screened
per year has risen by about
15%; the number  with
cancer detected following
screening has risen by about
45% since 1995.
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2.2 Coverage (Tables 2 &
11)

2.2.1 The reported coverage
by the screening programme
a 31 March 2002 of
women aged 50-64 was
69.8%. Coverage of the 50-
64 age group  was
substantially ~ lower in
London (57%) than in other
regions, where the coverage
was in the range 70% - 75%.
At HA level, over a half
of  authorities  reported
coverage higher than 70%
and over one quarter
reported coverage between
60% and 70%. In only 3 of
the 99 HAs was coverage
below 50%; all three were
in the London region
(Figure 1).

222 As women may be
first caled a any time
between their 50" and
539 birthdays, the 50-64
coverage figure is known
to understate true coverage.
With the revised KC63
return, it is now possible
to give a more accurate
coverage figure, that for
the 53-64 age group.



Coverage at 31 March 2002
of women aged 53-64
was 75.9%.

2.3 Uptake of invitations for
screening (Tables 3, 4, 5, 12
& 13)

2.3.1 Just under 1.5 million
women aged 50-64 were
invited for screening in 2001-
02. For about 20% this was
their first ever invitation; for
about 12% it was a second or

subsequent  invitation to
women who had not
previously  attended  for

screening and for about 63%
it was a routine recall. About
0.2% of invitations were
early recalls, women whose
screening outcome indicated
that monitoring more
frequently than the routine 3-
year screening interval was
desirable.

232 Overdl, 756% of
women aged 50-64 invited in
2001-02 were screened. Of
the 84 screening units, 29
recorded uptake rates of 80%
or over and a further 47
recorded rates between 70%
and 80%. Uptake rates below
70% were recorded by 8
units, 7 of which were in the
London region (Figure 2).

2.3.3 Uptake rates varied
considerably according to the
type of invitation. About 72%
of women receiving their first
invitation in 2001-02 were
screened; and about 90% of
women who had already been
screened in a previous round
and received a routine
invitation to be screened
again were screened.  Of
women who received a
routine invitation, having

2.4 Outcome of screening
(Tables6 & 7)

2.4.1 Just under 1.3 million
women were screened in
2001-02. The vast majority
were women aged 50-64
screened  following  an
invitation. In addition, some
115,000 women of al ages
were screened  following
self-referral or referral by a
GP. Of the total number
screened, about 3% were
aged between 45 and 49 and
a further 9% were aged 65
or over.

242 Of al the women
screened, 5% were referred
for assessment; the rates for
women attending for the
first time (in the prevalent
round) and those attending
who had been previously
screened (in the incident
round) were  markedly
different. About 8.5% of
women in the prevalent
round were referred for
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assessment, compared with
only 4.0% of women in the
incident round. For women
in the prevalent round who
were referred, about 1 in 3
underwent cytology and/or
core biopsy and about 1 in
22 were referred for open
biopsy; early recall was
recommended for about 1 in
20 women referred for
assessment. For  women
referred from the incident
round, about 1 in 4
underwent cytology and/or
core biopsy and about 1 in
30 were referred for open
biopsy; early recal was also
recommended for about 1 in
30 women referred for
assessment. Of  women
screened and referred for
assessment  following a
previous recommendation
for early recal, 7% were
again recommended for
early recall.

screening programme  in
2001-02, a rate of 6.7 per
1,000 women  screened.
Overdl the rate was dightly
higher than in 2000-01, but
whereas in the incident round
the rate increased from 5.5 to
5.9 cases per 1000 women
screened, in the prevalent
round the rate fell dlightly
from 6.7 to 6.6. It is known
that the incidence of breast
cancer rises with age and this
pattern was observed with
cancers detected by the
screening  programme.  The
detection rate was 5.1 per
1,000 for women aged 45-49,
59 per 1,000 for women
aged 50-59 and 7.4 per 1,000
for women aged 60-64. The
rate for women aged 65 or
over was much higher (11.2
per 1,000).

2.5.2 The cancer detection
rate varied by type of
invitation as well as by age.
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The quite different age

structure of women inthe
different  invitation type
groups makes direct

comparison difficult. It is
clear that the highest
detection rate was for
women screened  after early
recal, regardless of age.
In  general where  the

number of cases was
sufficiently large for
analysis, detection rates
in the incident round

for women having their
second or  subsequent
routine screen (within 5
years of a previous
screen) were the lowest
and the detection rates
for previous non -
attenders were  the highest
(Table A).

253 Of adl the cancers
detected 1,875 (22%) were
non-invasive or  micro-
invasive and a further 3,545
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(41%) were invasive, but
smal i.e. less than 15mm.
The distribution of cancers
by size was broadly similar
for prevaent and incident
screening rounds. The
proportion of non-invasive
and micro-invasive was
dightly  higher in the
prevaent round at 28%,
compared with 21% in the
incident round. Cancers
found after early recall
screening were more likely

to be non-invasive or
micro-invasive (38% of
cancers  found).  Small

cancers accounted for about
haf of all invasive cancers
found in the prevalent
and incident rounds and
for about 61% of those
found after early recall
screening.

2.6 Selected Diagnostic

and outcome statistics
(Table 14)

2.6.1 For the first time
data are presented giving
information  about  the
diagnostic  process and
outcomes of each locd

screening programme. The
screening programmes vary
enormoudly in size, with the
smallest screening under
5,000 women per year and
the largest over 30,000.
Rates for smaller units,
particularly for the prevalent
round, which accounts for
about one quarter of women
screened, are often based on
very small numbers of cases.
Such rates may be subject
to considerable fluctuation
from year to year and
caution should be exercised
in interpreting some of the
data.



3 DEFINITIONS

3.1 The coverage of the
screening programme is the
proportion of women resident
(excluding those ineligible eg
those who have had a
bilateral mastectomy) who
have had a test with a
recorded result at least once
in the previous 3 years.

3.2 The wuptake of the
screening programme is the
proportion of women invited
for screening for whom a
screening  test  result s
recorded.

3.3 Prevalent screening is
that of women being screened
for the first time within the
breast screening programme.

3.4 Incident screening is that
of women previously
screened within the breast
screening programme.

3.5 The breast screening
programme covers women
aged 50-64 as routine, but by
2004 should also include
women up to the age of 70.
At present women aged 65
and over are screened on
request. The data include also
some women aged 45-49.

The vast mgjority of these
are women aged 49 who
have been called for their
first routine screening a few
months early, but some are
participating in the trial for
screening women under 50.
